Year 6 are learning how to write a

balanced discussion text so they have read lots of factual information about zoos

this week. Year 5 have used their love of Goth Girl to inspire their own writing this

week. They have created new parts of the story and looked at how the author

uses dialogue to show us more of the character’s personality. This week Year 3

have performed their own poems to their peers, who have completed a peer

assessment of their performance. We have also started our Autobiography unit

and read a biography about Sir David Attenbourgh. This week Year 4 have been

comparing two characters from two different books: Christophe from

‘Christophe’s Story,’ and David from ‘Friend or Foe,’ by Michael Morpurgo.
